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The Current Opioid Epidemic and the Role of the Special Narcotics Prosecutor

At the February 6, 2017 meeting of the Criminal Law
Committee, Bridget Brennan of the Office of the
Special Narcotics Prosecutor, explained that the
current opioid epidemic is different from anything
she has seen in thirty years as a prosecutor.

Background

The Office of the Special Narcotics Prosecutor
(SNP) was created by the New York State
Legislature in 1971 in response to an overwhelming
heroin epidemic. At that time, the major issue
statewide was narcotics in urban centers. Heroin
was trafficked to New York from Asia, and the drug
trade was overseen by traditional organized crime.
To address this problem, the SNP was empowered
to handle all narcotics felonies in New York City. At
the outset, New York County, where SNP is head-
quartered, referred almost all its narcotics felonies
to SNP, handling only a very few in specialized
bureaus. In other counties, although assistant dis-
trict attorneys were designated from their offices to
serve in SNP, they initially sent only their “untriable”
cases. Over time, most counties, including
Manhattan, send the majority of their narcotics
felonies to SNP!

Nowadays, SNP has a few areas of primary focus:
Mexican cartels that assemble opioid chemicals
from China and move them into the U.S.; prescrip-
tion drugs; and violent street gangs that are
involved primarily in the distribution of crack
cocaine. To investigate these offenses, the Office of
the Special Narcotics Prosecutor seeks and obtains
wiretaps — the most of any prosecutor’s office in
New York City. SNP actually has broader jurisdiction
than the federal prosecutors’ offices, with which
SNP works closely. SNP also collaborates with
small upstate communities to assist the efforts
those small police forces are making to cut off the
supply chain in their areas.

Oxy, Heroin, and Fentanyl

One of the most common illegally sold drugs is
“Oxy,” a synthetic prescription opioid that trades on
the street for $20 for a single 30mg pill. Oxycodone,
first marketed by Purdue Pharma in 1996 under the
name “OxyContin” was a time-released medication
that promised 12-hour pain relief, saving people
from the discomfort of a drug that wore off during
the night or during the work day. Because the drug
was intended to be taken only twice a day, it was
said that it would not lead to dependence.

Pharmaceutical companies trained general practi-
tioners to prescribe the drug for common conditions
such as back aches and knee pain, and funded
“support groups” for patients in pain management. It
became common for doctors to be rated on cus-
tomer satisfaction based on how much pain relief

they provided — a practice familiar to anyone who
has been asked to rate their pain on a spectrum of
smiley faces or a scale of one to ten.

But OxyContin is an opioid, a chemical cousin of
heroin, and patients can develop a tolerance, requir-
ing higher or more frequent doses of the drug, as
well as excruciating symptoms of withdrawal.
Indeed, OxyContin has become one of the most
abused pharmaceuticals in U.S. history. In fact, The
U.S. Justice Department launched a criminal inves-
tigation, and, in 2007 the manufacturer and three
top executives pled guilty to fraud for downplaying
the risk of developing an addiction to OxyContin."

The way in which it is prescribed is part of what
makes the drug readily open to abuse. The default
prescription of Oxy is for 30 days, which is much
longer than necessary for most patients’ needs. The
largest prescription that can be written is for 150
pills, which costs $300 cash at a pharmacy - less if
insurance coverage is available — and sells on the
street for ten times that.

Other prescription drugs are also popular on the
street. Xanax is particularly problematic because it
can be dangerous to wean a user off the drug, mak-
ing it nonresponsive to traditional methods of rehab.
And Xanax combined with heroin can be deadly.

The heroin market itself has changed since the early
days of SNP. Although the heroin trade itself is not
violent, it has become a large-scale business. The
Bronx, with its position as a transportation hub to
the other boroughs, and to Westchester and upstate
New York, is now home to “big box” heroin mills,
each with a dozen workers wearing medical-style
face masks and gloves as they package kilos of nar-
cotics.

The deadly newcomer to the opioid scene is the
synthetic opioid Fentanyl. Originally given to cancer
patients at end of life, it is now being “cut in” or
included in the manufacture of heroin, cocaine and
even “pressed” into counterfeit Xanax. Because
Fentanyl is composed only from chemicals, and
requires no crop cultivation, it is very inexpensive to
produce. Fentanyl looks like heroin, but costs only
$5,000-$10,000 per kilo to produce, as opposed to
heroin, which costs $50,000 per kilo.

Fentanyl is highly toxic. It is deadly even in ambient
form to those who are not used to it. Furthermore,
Naloxone, the antidote drug, is not particularly effec-
tive against Fentanyl, because Fentanyl is so fast-
acting that it can have a deadly effect before a dose
of Naloxone can be administered. Because
Fentanyl is so potent, even a timely administered
dose of Naloxone may not be effective.

To protect drug investigators from the risks present-
ed by this pervasive heroin look-alike, the NYPD
has ordered a cessation of field testing, even of sub-
stances suspected to be heroin.

In mid-February, China will ban the manufacture
and sale of four variations of the synthetic drug
Fentanyl starting March 1, 2017. Drug Enforcement
Administration officials hailed these tighter controls
as a potential "game-changer” for the United States’
battle with manufactured opioids."

Overdoses

For now, the highest overdose rate in New York City
is in the south Bronx, but the rate in Manhattan is
rising rapidly, as it is in Staten Island, where both
the sellers and the users are young and middle
class. Deaths from overdoses are highest among
those in the 40 to 50-year-old age range. These are
the chronic users who tend also to have other health
issues. Drug overdose deaths impact every neigh-
borhood and demographic in New York City."

The problem is not limited to New York City:
Brennan informed the Criminal Law Committee that
the city of Buffalo is currently reporting an overall
population decrease because the death rate from
overdose exceeds the birth rate in the city.

Special Narcotics Prosecutor Brennan stressed to
the Criminal Law Committee how important it is that
New Yorkers be made aware that the black market
drug supply here is contaminated with Fentanyl. As
for prescription drugs, just because a drug is legal
doesn’t mean it won't kill you. In the home, one
should treat all medications like something danger-
ous, and should be secured so that children and vis-
itors cannot access them.

Olivia Sohmer, NYWBA Criminal Law Committee
member, is a court attorney in Brooklyn Criminal
Court, where she sees many motions seeking to con-
trovert narcotics search warrants. Her past experi-
ence includes 20 years as an Assistant District
Attorney in Manhattan where — thanks to the office
of the SNP — she handled very few felony drug cases
at the trial level.
